Department Chair Meeting Summary Notes

Wednesday, January 28, 2004

(Faculty Evaluation Training)

A department chair meeting was held on Wednesday, January 28, 2004, at 3:00 p.m. in the Food Service/Culinary Arts building.  All members were in attendance with the exception of Messrs. Kirk Hunter, Tommy Harper, and Gerry French (These three will have a make-up session conducted by their respective cluster directors).

Mr. Spradling opened the meeting and answered several questions pertaining to the faculty evaluation process.  He then turned the meeting over to Dennis Meyers.

Continuing Education - Mr. Meyers distributed a continuing education handout, discussed continuing education activities, and encouraged everyone to utilize newly developed continuing education web link connected to the TSTC Waco web page.  He asked that any courses planned for the summer term, 2004, be submitted by February 17, 2004.  He further stated that all courses under consideration should be submitted and finalized by February 20, 2004.  Mr. Meyers stated that they are continually looking for courses and instructors to teach them.   Mr. Meyers stated that all current TSTC Waco faculty have the “first right of refusal” to teach a course but that anyone who is qualified is welcome to teach a continuing education course offering.

Mr. Meyers also discussed the upcoming summer camp.  He suggested that courses could be offered in several configurations including half-days, 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon.  These courses should be directed to students who have entered the 9th grade through high school.

Mr. Meyers reminded the group that the regularly scheduled DC meeting would be conducted on Wednesday, February 4, 2004.  He then turned the meeting over to Richard Wheet who presented the information regarding the faculty evaluation process.
